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Declaration of Restrictive Covenants, 
Lake Access, Utility/Sewer Provisions 

and General Provisions of 
East Oak Estates 

I 

WIIEREAS, the Plat of Ease Oak Estates, Dickinson Ccunty, 
Iowa, was dated on May 9, 1978, and filed o f recorded on May 9, 
1978, in Abstract Book 13, Page 14 7 o! the Dickinson County 
Recorder's Office, and 

WIIEREAS, a question has arisen whether the restrictive 
covenants, lake access, utility/ sevJage provis ions and g eneral 
provisions of the Plat of East Oak Estates remain i n effect by 
reason of the 21-year statute of limi tat ~ons provided by Section 
6I4.24 of the Code of Iowa. 

NO'\'V, THEREFORE, the unde~signed being :: he Pres1.dent and 
Secretary of the East Oak Estac.es Property Owners Association, 
hereby aff irm and reaffirm the fol lowi ng covenants and provisions: 

General Covenants 

1. Land Use and Building Type. No lot shal l be used except 
for residential purposes. No building s hall be erec ted , placed or 
permitted to remain on any l ot other tha n a single !amily dwelling 
with attached garage. An unattached storage shed (garden shed) 
shall be permitted with colors coordinating with the home exterior. 
No metal construction storage shed will be permitted and will not 
be allowed on the roadside. Plans must be approved by the Board. 
All exterior shall have earth tone colors , blending with and so as 
not to distract from the natural environment. 

2. Parking Area. Residents of the subdivis ion shall provide 
off-street parking facilities for all vehicles regular ly ope rated 
within the subdivision . 

3. Nuisances . No noxious or offensive trade or ac tivi ty 
shall be carried on upon any lot or cract no r shall anything be 
done which may be or become a n annoyance co t.he neighborhood. 
Owners of lots in the subdivis ion are co keep said lots neat in 
appearance at all times. No large vehicles such as larg.e trucks or 
buses shall be parked in the subdivision except those brought in 



temporarily in connect ion with s ervice or in case of emergenc ies. 
For the purpose of this provisio n , the holding of animal s f o r 
commercial sale and/or breeding is a nuisance. 

4 . Temporary Structures. No ~asement, tent, shack , barn, 
mobile home, garage, o r other build ing erected or placed wi t h i n t he 
subdiv ision or on any lot therein shall a t any time be used as a 
residence, temporarily or permanently, nor shall any structure o f 
a temporary character or of less than o ne story above ground be 
used as a residence. Overnight camping i s not a llowed unless a 
permanen t dwelling is on the p r operty . 

5. Maintenance. The titleholder o f each lot or trac t , 
vacant or improved, shall k eep said l ot or trac~ free o: wee ds and 
debris. 

6. Dwelling Placement. No dwelling sha~l be erec~ed upon 
any lot except that it provide f o r a set back from s~ree: o : not 
l e ss than that set back shown on s k e tch, marked "Bldg Set Back 
Lines " , filed with the preliminar y p l at of East Oak Estates, Ltd. 

Restrictive Covenants 

1. Dwelling Size. The ground f loor area of the ma in 
structure, exclusive o f open porches a nd garages, shall be not les s 
than 1 200 square feet of dwelling for si ngle story s t ructures o r 
1200 square feet of main floor of a st ructure o f mo r e t han one 
story . No more than one dwelling s ha ll be located or erected o n 
any one lot. No lot may be subdivi ded for purposes of evading this 
provision. Structure of the home must be on - s i te cons truction with 
minimum 5-12 roof pitch. Construction must be completed wi thin one 
year and plans including landscaping, walks and fenc es to be 
approved by the Board prior to construction. Modul ar and trailer 
houses are no t p e rmitted. 

2. Parkinq Area. No recreac i onal veh_cles st~!! be park ed 
on any l ot. For the purposes of t hl.S prov1.sion, recrea c.ional 
vehicles shall include, but not be limited to, hous e tra ilers . 
travel trailers, motor homes and wate r craft. 

3. Driveways. All driveways and par king areas sha l l be hard 
surface with black top or concrete and mus t adj oin st r eet surface 
on all newly constructed homes. 

4. Fences. No wall or fence shall be constructed on any lot 
until height, type, design and l ocat ion has been approved by t he 
Board. No metal yard fences shall be cons cructed. 

5 . Outside Lighting. Outside lighting on dwelling, y ard and 
dock areas shall be restricted to a deco rative type light fixture 



or flood light attached to the dwe lling and approved by the Boa rd . 
No exterior lighting shall be installed so a s to dis turb the owner 
of any other lot. No large wood or steel electrical pole type 
security lights and/or vapor lights are p ermit ted . 

6. Utility Tanks . All utility tanks for fuel storage must 
be buried underground on new construction . Exist ing t anks mus t be 
covered from v i ew by a f ence or hedge . 

Property Owners Road Maintenance Association 

1. Purchasers of lots or tracts in East Oak Es tates I or 
their heirs, successors or ass igns, are hereby not if ied that the 
streets, al leys and easements for private and public a ccess and 
utility placement have not been dedicated to Dickinson Coun ty, 
Iowa. That at the t ime of platting , it is the policy of Dickinson 
County, Iowa , t o maintain certain designate d streets ar.d roads and 
to provide snow removal t here from. That sai d designation is made by 
minutes of the Board of Supervisors and rec orded in the office of 
the County Engineer. 

2. As t o any streets , roads I alleys a nc easements for 
private and public access and utility placement not. maintained by 
Dickinson County, Iowa, t he owners of l ot s and tracts within East 
Oak Estates shall for m a Property Owners Ass ociat ion to provide for 
t he maintenance of s a i d streets and for snow r emoval and shall be 
bound by the assessment of t he cost thereof against their lot or 
tract . It is understood that such assessment shall be paya ble 
within 30 days of such assessment and shall consti t ute a lie n on 
said property which may be e nfo rced by sui t in r em or by any othe r 
remedy chosen by the Property Owne rs Association . 

3. The Property Owners Assoc iat ion shal l consis t of fi ve 
members, electe d by ballot. Each lot in East Oa k Estat€s shall be 
entitled to one vote and the owner of such lot shall cas t said vote 
for the elec tion of commissioners of East Oak Es tates Prope rty 
Owners Association. Me mbers o f the East. Oak Esta tes Property 
owners Association s hall hol d office until the ir s uccessors are 
elected. Elections s hal l be he ld annually I supervised by the 
commissioners of the Eas t Oa k Estates Property Owners Associat ion 
and notice of such e lection shall be given property owners by 
posted notice within the subdivision at least two weeks prior to 
the election. The commissione rs of the Property Owne~s Ass ocia tion 
shall be the election judges of the elec t ion. Any property owner 
attempting to cast a ballot may be required to show ownership of 
tract or lots.
